That this act may be cited as the “Contract No. NFPHC-2018-465 Modifications 3C-7 26 

between the Not-for-Profit Hospital Corporation and Mazars USA LLP Approval and 27 

Payment Authorization Emergency Amendment Act of 2021”. 28 

 Sec. 2.    Pursuant to section 451 of the District of Columbia Home Rule Act, 29 

approved December 24, 1973 (87 Stat. 803; D.C. Official Code § 1-204.51), and 30 

notwithstanding the requirements of section 202 of the Procurement Practices Reform 31 

Act of 2010, effective April 8, 2011 (D.C. Law 18-371; D.C. Official Code § 2-352.02), 32 

the Council approves Contract No. NFPHC-2018-465 Modifications 3C-7 between the 33 

Not-for-Profit Hospital Corporation and Mazars USA LLP, to provide hospital operator 34

Sec. 4.   Effective date. 42 

This act shall take effect following approval by the Mayor (or in the event of veto 43 

by the Mayor, action by the Council to override the veto), and shall remain in effect for 44 

no longer than 90 days, as provided for emergency acts of the Council of the District of 45 

Columbia in section 412(a) of the District of Columbia Home Rule Act, approved 46 

December 24, 1973 (87 Stat. 788; D.C. Official Code § 1-204.12(a)).  47
